and "go along" with these instructlons, so received, in full spirlt,

If, however, we are to be left; as humans, with

the problems of organization and publication to solve - then

perhaps my own personal experlence and backzround - coning into

this group with a new and different perspective - may have a

dofinits value, Pleass know also that I have no personal ambitlons

with respect to the Book of Urantia or its contents. I suggested

some months ago, by letter, without having had opportunity to read

the book, that channels of radio, s tage and acreen should and could

probably be utilized at tha.gfggar‘timﬂ for dissenmination of the

truths 1t contained, under fhe "gulse of ontertainment”, I see even

greater posgsibilities in this now - - but all of these developmenta

will e ventually come whethsr I, or any of us have anything personally

to do with these channels or not.

I cannot concelve how any finer human
selection could have besen made by Higher Intelligences

Tf vou had this Book of Urantia placed in your
nands, an entire stranger to thls revelation, would you be
more dlsposed to evaluate its contenmts if you saw it bore the
imprint of an ecstablished publishing house than you would 1f
you seg onthe title page: "Published by the Urantla Foundation" ?

Yould you not think, at once, there was soEﬁ new
cult or lem or religion behind this?

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You heve stated that 1t took you a long time to be
convinced of the truth and source of thege wyevelatlons, even 80.

These mediums have no "motives' or Yaxes togrind” such as
all organlizatlions must have., 7¥Vvery organization's excuse
Tor belng 1s to bs "for" or "aszalnst" something.

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BUT, theso mediums of comnunicatvion exist to
be UBED Ly Man to transmit inowladge, In various numanized
and dramatic forms, to his fellow man, And these medlums
can raadlly and mlightily serve as the APOSTLES of the BOOK

booksellers everywhsre, and that I could maks a large profit by so doing,

I should have known better, I did not actually
learn until then that book publishing and selling 1s a tromendously
Intricate business. UVithout & recoznized and establishsd publishing
houso behlnd you, withe® well traincd and aggresslve salos force,
without a thoroughly tosted and operating msans of distribution,
end without competent publicity experts who know how to exploit your
gpeclal type of book In a menner to impress bothk public and reviewers -
the chances of any book, however -ood, becomin: o best seller today,
(production and selling cosbs beinz whet they are) are negligidble,

This cifltculty is almost Infinltely increased when
your product is that of & book which appzars descinod eventually to
revlace our pressnt BIBLE!

It i1s wise and absolutely necessary and right
proceuure for this boox to be under your complote editorial
control duringz preparation -~ and to be set up in type in such a
mannsr as is now belng dons. %#ith a manuscript of this unusual
origin anl nature, t his could not successfully and with propor
protective measurss have bsen accomplished otherwisze,.

2ut, as I look into the future, I sez great hagzards
attendant upon the attempted pudlishing, explolting and distributing

could have acquired had it besn introduced by an unheard of Urantia

Foundation and PBrothsrhcod,

Tien, too, did you abtempt to publlsh on what muat
Insvibavly start out es a comparatively smell scale venturs,
wvith the Uranbtlia Founlatlion and Brotherhood sponasoring the boodk,
you run tho great risk, not only of wildaspread dlascreditlng, but
ol orzanized efforts to force the ook ol the market. Certaln
rsiigious orssnizallions are lmmsnsely strong, as you know, and If
your publishilng housc 1s not sble to weather a mizhty storm, the
Bock of Urantla - priced as it would have to bae priced -~ unless
you had graat caplial - could not stay long in print,

Therefore, UNLESS the plan of publlcation anticipates
{he hazards and ls =0 organlzed as to rls¢ avove them - You are
ept to meet with a crushing and devastating defeat Pfom the forces
of o911l still active on this earthe.

As I ges it - the rlsk 1s too greast to censider bringing
this REVILATION out in a limited, hirh-priced oditlon alons, depending
largely on word of mouth s8lling and organizatlon supp rt.
